Booking & Attendance

number of 8 paying delegates (in addition to the host 
club’s attendees).  Paying delegates are charged a 
typical fee of £99.00 + VAT per person to attend 
(subject to speaker & location).  Total attendance 
should not exceed 18 so as to ensure a fully 
participative, interactive, quality event.  
 
This partnership arrangement with NTRL Sports 
Services minimises costs for the host club and enables 
low delegate fees for other local clubs compared with 
typical “open” events held in hotels.
